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THE VERB HAVE AND HAS

Definicion de los verbos (Have and
Has)

* The verbs "Have" y "has" son formas
del verbo "to have" en inglés. Ambas
formas pertenecen al tiempo presente
pero se usan con diferentes sujetos.

"Have" se usa con Ilos pronombres
personales "I," "you," "we," y "they," y con
sustantivos en plural. Ejemplo:

| have a dog.

*You have a lot of work.
*We have plans for tonight.
*They have two cars.
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The verb “Has”

*"Has" se utiliza con los pronombres
personales "he," "she," "it," asi como
con nombres en singular. Ejemplo:

He has a new job.

She has a beautiful house.
It has three legs.

*The cat has a toy mouse.
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The verb Have and Has

* Ambos "have" y "has" se emplean para indicar posesion, pero también tienen
otros usos. Por ejemplo, "have" se utiliza en la formacion de tiempos verbales
compuestos como el "present perfect" (have/has + participio pasado) y "has" se
usa con singular terceras personas en el presente simple.




* These, Presente Simple:

The verb Have and Has

| have a car. (Yo tengo un coche.)
She has a cat. (Ella tiene un gato.)
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The verb Have and Has

Presente Perfecto:
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| have eaten breakfast. (He desayunado.)

She has finished her homework. (Ella ha
terminado su tarea.)
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
