FREQUENCY ADVERBS

We use frequency adverbs to describe how often some
thing happens. We use them with the Present Simple tense.

EXAMPLE:

@ * | drink coffee every morning of the week. = Always

* | drink coffee two, three, or four mornings a week. = Sometimes

* | drink coffee once or twice a year. = Rarely

From time to time, he brings work to do
at home.




5) some adverbs can not be conjugated with NOT.

Expression such as rarely, seldom, hardly ever and never; they already carry a negative

meaning, so NOT is not used with them.

*Jack never shaves. “ | *I don’t always eat breakfast.
*Jack hardly ever shaves. *Jack doesn’t ever shave.
*Jack rarely shaves.

*Jack seldom shaves. Verb to be (not)

*Jack frequently doesn’t shave. *My roommate generally isn't home.
*Jack occasionally doesn’t shave. *My roommate sometimes isn’t home.
*Jack sometimes doesn‘t shave. *My roommate ins’t always home.

* Jack usually doesn‘t eat breakfast. *My roommate is hardly ever home.
