Adverbios de Frecuencia (y su posicion)
éQué es un adverbio?

« Un “tipo de palabra” que afiade informacion a verbos, adjetivos u otros adverbios.
+ Esalos verbos lo que los adjetivos a los sustantivos. Por ejemplo:

o Mi ordenador es rapido (adjetivo, se refiere al sustantivo)

o Mi ordenador arranca rapido / rapidamente (adverbio, se refiere al verbo)

éQué es la frecuencia? Numero de veces que se repite algo en un periodo de tiempo.
éQué es un adverbio de frecuencia?
» Una palabra que indica el nimero de veces que se realiza una accion en un periodo de tiempo.

« Responde a “¢Cuantas veces? / éCon qué frecuencia? / ¢Cada cuanto?”,

éCuales son los adverbios de frecuencia?

éDdnde se ponen los adverbios de frecuencia? Depende de qué verbo hay:

« DETRAS de TO BE:

o Scientists are always searching for answers.
o She's rarely worried about something.

o Are you normally so agitated?

+  DELANTE de otros verbos (SI NO LLEVAN AUXILIAR, o SI LLEVAN UN UNICO AUXILIAR)

o I never watch TV while I'm having breakfast....... (no hay auxiliar)
o He has always been kind to me

«  DETRAS DEL PRIMER AUXILIAR (SI TIENEN VARIOS)
© People have rarely been asking so many questions.
©  You should never have said that to her.

(hay UN auxiliar, el adverbio queda en medio)

« Alguna vez (= ever) se utiliza para preguntar usando pretérito perfecto (present perfect), y se pone entre el

sujeto y el participio del verbo Iéxico:
o Have you ever travelled abroad?

o Has she ever watched a baseball game before?

» Los adverbios de frecuencia 50%-75% (sometimes, often, usually, habitually, normally, frequently) pueden ir al

principio o al final de la frase:
o We meet occasionally.

o Sometimes I feel so exhausted of this life...




El pre-modificador “bastante” (= “quite” /kuait/) va justo delante del adverbio (y no cambia nada)

o They have visited us quite often in the last few months.
